Historic McNasby Oyster Company building to be
reborn as world-class waterfront educational facility

the renovations of the histonic McMNashy Oyster Company bulding on May 7.

The Reverend Callie Matthews, pastor of Mt Zion United Methodist Church,
delivered an invocation in memory of Museum co-founder and charman emeritus
Peg Wallace, who passed away in March. Ardene Berin read a proclamation of
support from Anne Arundel County Executive John Leopold. Mayor Ellen Mover
spoke on the need to preserve the Annapolis’s unique manitime heritage. Museum
Chairman L.B. “Buck™ Buchanan thanked those in attendance for their support,
then he, Mayor Moyer and Senator Astle hauled on a line attached ro a golden
anchor to pull down a modern brick facade and revealed the building’s ongmal
cement block exterior. These blocks were hand-made nearby and lime for the
mortar came from oyster shells shucked ar the McNasby site.

The $1.2 mullion project 15 funded by grants from the City of Annapolis, the
State of Maryland, the Marvland Hernitage Areas Authonty, Marcyland Historical
Trust, Chesapeake Bay Trust and the Annapolis Rotary Club, all matched by
private donations. The Maryland Department of MNatural Resources Waterway
Improvement Fund has provided grants to upgrade the Museum piers.
